Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve agenda for October 10,2023    

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve minutes for October 3, 2023

Payroll change reviewed for Nathan Break, Secondary Roads, Length of Service to $24.21 per hour.   

Maine reports he attended Wapello City Council meeting.  Also attended EMS meeting and they reviewed 2 recent emergency call procedures, and outcome.  Discussed that EMS public measure can be added to 2024 Election ballot.  Quigley reports he attended two Wapello Development meetings.  Quigley also met with an inspection team from Renodry who inspected Courthouse foundation.  Was told that foundation looks good.  Attended Conservation meeting and reports that Dani Boysen and Lana Artz-McComb will be acting as co-director interims until a new Director can be hired.  Reports that bids for semi tractor and trailer have come in at the Transfer Station.  Ball reports a quiet week.  

Ball asked for public input and Jim Rudisill reports he read in newspaper that Louisa County is taking bids for 4 acres of land North of Complex.  Jim asked when this was on an Agenda to be discussed.  Ball and Quigley report this has been talked about since August.  The Auditor read communication with County Attorney regarding advertising lease of County land and there is no requirement for a public hearing if the lease is less than 3 years.  Jim states this land was meant to be prairie land for habitat and thought it was a coincidence this being done right after Katie Hammond retired from Conservation position.  Ball and Quigley both informed Jim that Katie was aware of this.  

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve Fireworks Permit for Conesville Event Grounds for October 21,2023.  

Motion Maine, second Quigley to approve Auditor and Recorder 1st Quarter reports.  

Review Morning Sun Ambulance and Wapello Community Ambulance September monthly reports.  

Motion Quigley second Maine to approve first half payment to Evolve Contracting for amount of $132,977.00 for Complex roof project.  

Motion Quigley, second Maine to approve Smitty’s Subdivision.          

Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave Secondary Roads weekly updates.  

Discussion to hire Lance Surveying Services for parcel #0827335013 as there is no legal description.  A legal description will be needed to sell the property. Auditor reports she contacted Lance Surveying who agreed to survey the parcel.  Auditor reports the public hearing will need to be rescheduled pending this survey.  Randy Schlutz spoke up and stated, “Auditor is doing this backwards, Public Hearing should be done to see if public wants Old Jail sold, I want to see it torn down”.  Ball and Quigley both said that Auditor has been in contact with County Attorney and assured Randy Schlutz things were being done correctly.  

Motion Maine, second Quigley to table rescheduling Public Hearing date for sale of parcel #0827335013.
