Payroll change reviewed for Ashley Van Wyk, Treasurer Office, length of service $21.40 to $21.90 per hour, Sara Dean, Assessor Office, $41,828 to $42,763, Paul Choi, County Attorney Office, resignation 10/9/2023, Danyelle Boysen, Conservation, $22.504 to $37.504 Co-Interim Director increase, Lana McComb, Conservation, $24.69 to $39.69 Co-Interim Director increase.     

Quigley will attend the Transfer Station meeting tonight. Quigley also spoke to Solar Group regarding applying for grants.  Ball said he missed the RUSS meeting but will attend tomorrow’s meeting by phone to confirm the new hire for Jefferson County Environmental Health.  Maine reports he spoke with Geo from Evolve who said he would dispose of dilapidated Gazebo at no cost to County located at Complex if Board of Supervisors would allow.  Maine said he emailed Complex offices, and Auditor’s office & no one has any issues with Gazebo being tore down.  Board of Supervisors agreed to let Evolve dispose of Gazebo.  Maine also reports he met with Paul Greufe regarding personnel issue.  Maine reports he will attend an emergency meeting with Public Health due to Roxanne Smith’s resignation.  Maine asked Auditor how much a special election would cost the County if Board of Supervisors decide to go ahead with EMS public measure.  Auditor said approx. $6,000-$8,000 as all precincts will need to be open.  Quigley said he wants to move forward with a special election.      

Public input was James Ingham asking for a copy of Louisa County Code of Conduct. Quigley reports Louisa County has an employee handbook and Auditor can get a copy to James.

Curt Hartlieb, VA, gave his monthly update.  Reports he will no longer be doing home visits or home repairs due to safety issues.  

Cyndi Mears, GA, gave her monthly update and said that Mobile Food Pantry will be October 25th.  Also said that Salvation Army Kettles are placed in the Community now.
