The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, and Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Public attending meeting: Randy Schlutz & Vicki Frank via Zoom.

Payroll changes reviewed for Leah McElhinney, Public Health, Promotion to Administrator effective 11/1/2023 $82,000/year.     

Maine attended the Historical Society presentation of The Civil War.  Said he learned a lot about the war and glad that he attended.  Also said he met with Geo from EVOLVE who said his crew is finishing up another roof job and will start Complex roof next week.  Said he is still on schedule to complete roof at complex by end of November.  Quigley reports he has been busy with Conservation Director interviews and there are 3 applicants who will have a second interview.  Reports he has received several complaints regarding Woodland Trailer Court regarding water still shut off.  Discussed improving conditions at Woodland, “It has been a year, and no solution”.  Quigley said he was told the water situation is a DNR issue.  “I think we need to write a letter to DNR to see what is happening with a solution to water issue.”  Quigley also spoke to Millard regarding the boiler at complex, said he attended a Conservation meeting last night and checked thermostat which is set at 55 degrees, but building was 80-90 degrees.  Quigley also reports FYE Excavating has been hired to clean up debris from Sale Barn that was torn down.  Initially the debris was to be burned but DNR said there is asbestos present so FYE will transport debris directly to Milan landfill.  Ball reports he did not attend any meetings.

Leah has been promoted to Administrator effective November 1.  Leah reports the school audits have been completed and submitted to the State.  Leah also said that Public Health has Bridge Access program available for vaccines.
