The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Chris Ball, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Brad Quigley, and Shawn Maine. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Public attending meeting: Randy Schlutz, Kathy Jolly-Vance, Bob Cowles, Ken Hammell, Curt Hartlieb, Adam Parsons, Brian Thye, Richard Timmerman, Luann Timmerman, & Barbara Schulz.

No payroll changes.

Kathy Jolly-Vance invited the Board of Supervisors to the Presentation for nomination of the Mellinger Memorial Library to the National Register of Historic Places on December 14, 2023, at 10:30 a.m. located at Mellinger Library.      

Maine reports that Public Health’s Chevy Malibu was repaired and will not need to be replaced.  Maine asked  Board members if they read email from Auditor Selena regarding cost for EMS special election if held in March 2024.  Cost could be approximately $15,000 plus.  Maine thinks it would be a good idea to have the Public Measure on the November 2024 ballot.  Quigley states he wants the Special Election in March, “we owe it to the residents of Louisa County to get this in place.”  Auditor Selena asked where the money should come from as it is not budgeted.  Auditor Selena reports that currently County Ambulances receive monthly payment from Louisa County.  Quigley did not respond.  Quigley attended Community Action financial meeting.  Ball reports he received a phone call requesting an update on Hwy 61 Project.

Vicki Frank, Treasurer, discussed Iowa Department of Transportation delinquent 2021 taxes.  Said that the previous deed holder paid first half of taxes and then sold to Department of Transportation and second half of taxes have not been paid by previous owner and current owner Iowa Dept of Transportation.  Quigley encouraged Vicki to write a letter to the Department of Transportation and let them know Louisa County is expecting payment.

Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave weekly updates.  

Dani Boysen, Conservation Interim Director, gave monthly updates.  Reports maintenance is winterizing parks and marking trees to save at Virgina Grove.  Have received two Community Foundation Grants.  Lana Artz-McComb, Conservation Interim Director, has prepared an article from Drake University regarding plan management for Toolesboro Indian Mounds.  Lana and Sarah Martinez, Naturalist, also attended IAN training.  Dani provided Auditor Selena with an ad to send to local papers for Conservation Board applications for appointment January 2024.   

John and Barbara Schulz and Bill Hillyard expressed concern about not being able to access their land due to Spring Street Easement.  Reports current Spring Street easement described is 40 ft from section line and this is in the ditch.  John Schulz reports they keep running into obstacles and the current owner has too many stipulations, “All we want is some flat ground to drive onto our property”.  Bill thinks a corrected legal description is needed.  Chris Ball said that when a condemnation was drawn up it was incorrect also as it is located right up along his home.  Chris then states he is not saying anything else as it is a conflict of interest as it affects his property also.  He did report there is a meeting tomorrow at 9:00 a.m. with lawyers and all parties involved.

Wes Shutt Local Veteran requested Purple Heart Community Proclamation for Louisa County.  Reports Dept of Transportation permit to erect the signs will be needed and Board states one of them will speak to Adam Shutt, Engineer regarding this permit.  Motion Quigley, second Maine to make Louisa County a Purple Heart Community.  Wes
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 states he would like to have the Proclamation next Memorial Day and would like to invite the Board of Supervisors.                     

Susan Schnedler, Election Clerk, provided second Tier Canvass of City Schools Elections for 2023.  Susan also reviewed cost of City Schools Election.

RESOLUTION 202336


WHEREAS, there has been presented to the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa, a final plat by Melinda Wichmann, Executor of the Estate of Clara Marie Hanson, owner and proprietor of a subdivision to be known as HANSON SUBDIVISION, such subdivision consisting of one (1) lot, described as follows: 

In part of the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter and part of the Southeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter of Section 20, and part of the Northwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter and part of the Southwest Quarter of the Northwest Quarter of Section 21, Township 74 North, Range 3 West of the 5th P.M., Louisa County, Iowa, described as follows:

Commencing at the South Quarter corner of Section 21, thence North 83̊41'15" West, 23.97 feet; thence North 00̊46'23" West, 915.79 feet; thence North 52̊35'31" West, 3017.02 feet to the point of beginning; thence North 47̊10'19" West, along the centerline of 100th St., 414.14 feet; thence, continuing along said centerline, North 46̊03'53" West, 214.54 feet; thence South 01̊08'52" East, 835.23 feet; thence North 88̊51'08" East, 169.76 feet; thence North 34̊06'31" East, 484.64 feet to the point of beginning, containing 5.07 acres, of which, 0.47 acre is public road right-of-way.  The above bearings are based on Iowa State Plain South Coordinates and all distances are horizontal ground distances, and


WHEREAS, said plat has been approved by the Louisa County Zoning Administrator, on behalf of the Louisa County Planning and Zoning Commission, and said plat fully conforms to the laws of the State of Iowa and the Subdivision Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan of Louisa County, Iowa, and


WHEREAS, the approval of said subdivision will be conducive to orderly development within Louisa County, Iowa, and


WHEREAS, there are no restrictions, covenants or easements affecting the property, other than those shown on the plat, and as set forth in the proprietor’s statement, and


WHEREAS, there is attached to the plat the proprietor’s statement that the plat is prepared with her free consent and in accordance with her desire, and


WHEREAS, there is attached an attorney’s opinion stating that there are no delinquent property taxes.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED:

1.  That the final plat of said subdivision be and the same  is hereby accepted and approved.

That said subdivision be and the same is hereby designated as HANSON SUBDIVISION, in Louisa County, Iowa, and the description of the lot of said land located therein shall be according to the designations thereof as set forth in the final plat.
