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WHEREAS, there has been presented before the Board of Supervisors of Louisa County, Iowa, a dedication and plat by Tana Jennings, owner, and proprietor of a subdivision to be known as Spring Run Church Subdivision, such subdivision consisting of one Lot, being described as follows:

WHEREAS, said plat has previously been approved by the County Zoning Administrator, fully conforms to the laws of the State of Iowa and the subdivision regulation ordinances of Louisa County, Iowa, and is conducive to the orderly development within Louisa County, Iowa, and is in harmony with the Comprehensive plan and other duly adopted plans of the County.


WHEREAS, no private streets or other improvements are contemplated by this subdivision and there are no restrictive covenants.  There are no easements affecting the property other than those shown on the plat of survey and the easement on adjoining land serving this real estate.

That said subdivision be, and the same is, hereby designated as Spring Run Church Subdivision in Louisa County, Iowa, and that the description of the parcel of said land located therein shall be according to the number and designation thereof as set forth on said plat.

That the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors and the Louisa County Auditor be and are hereby authorized and directed to certify this Resolution so that the same and all other matters material to said subdivision may be recorded in the Office of the Recorder of Louisa County, Iowa.
