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January 16, 2024 

The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Shawn Maine and Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Public attending meeting: Randy Schlutz, Bryan Stephens, Brian Hall, Adam Parsons, Ed Parker, Brandon Marquardt, Susie Garrett, Tim Coleman, Tammy Hayes, & Brett Shafer.  Via Zoom- Joellen Schantz, Bill Small, & Vicki Frank.

Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, second Maine to approve agenda for January 16, 2024.        

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve minutes for January 9, 2024.

Motion Maine, second  Ball to approve claims in the amount of $333,442.60 for January 16, 2024.  

Maine attended Board of Health meeting and there was not a quorum so meeting rescheduled to January 16th at 5:00 p.m.  Also attended his first Conservation Board meeting.  Said that Lana will be advertising Director position in local papers next week.  Ball attended RUSS meeting and business as usual.  Quigley attended meeting of Wapello Development.  The discussion was opportunities for new businesses in the County.  Received several phone calls regarding residents being snowed in.  Reports he spoke with Adam Shutt who is working on the situation.           

Public input, Bryan Stephens asked if there are “priority” roads that are maintained first after snowstorm?  “Some people have had their road cleared 3-4 times & some haven’t seen a maintainer yet.”  Quigley encouraged Bryan to speak with Adam Shutt who will be in shortly.  Adam then came in for his weekly update & Bryan inquired about road priority.  Adam reports North/South roads are priority, then West of Wapello (K & M Avenues) and Iowa City Road.    

Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave weekly update.  Reports road crew is dealing with 24 inches of snow.  North of Cotter and West of Morning Sun are in the worse condition.  The crew has been working long hours to get roads cleared & asked if you don’t need to be out on the roads, please stay home.  Said there are approximately 24 vehicles stuck on roads and ditches and this prevents the maintainers from plowing the snow.  

Adam Shutt, Engineer, reports DOT wants a response from County and City of Wapello regarding DOT proposal by January 19, 2024.  Adam reviewed the letter he drafted to DOT & will mail before the deadline.  

Motion Maine, second Ball, To approve Eastern Iowa Light & Power Cooperative’s “Application for Approval of Construction on Louisa County Right of Way” to set poles, install cabinets and install underground cable on 35th Street, T73, R4W, Section 23.                     

This payroll change reviewed: Justin Wessley, Engineer Tech, length of service increase to $26.61/hour, effective January 8, 2024.  

Leanne Black and Greg Johnson, Elected Official Compensation Board Representatives recommended a 15% pay increase for Recorder, County Attorney and Assessor.  Leanne reports “they deserve this raise.” “It has been difficult for County Attorney to hire an assistant & has been difficult for hiring a new Assessor because of low wages”.  Quigley reports he has spoken to past employees who report they did not quit County job because of money, it was other issues in the Courthouse.  Maine stated he appreciated Leanne and Greg coming in with no animosity and will take into consideration what has been presented.  Auditor Gerst then asked to speak.  “I just want to say, I would like a pay increase also.”  “I have eliminated a position in my office, and I have worked long hours and weekends”.  “I feel if other offices are going to receive pay increases, they need to make cuts in their budget”.  Quigley asked Adam Parsons if he had anything to add & Adam reports that it has been difficult to attract applicants because of the wage offered.  Also states the Sheriff has added several new deputies, while his workload has increased but has not requested more staff.  
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Lana Artz-McComb, Conservation, gave monthly update. Reports that Virgina Grove is currently closed due to weather related issue with snow.  

Cyndi Mears, GA, gave monthly update and reports next mobile food pantry will be 1/24/2024.
