Motion Ball, second Maine to approve agenda for February 27, 2024.        

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve minutes for February 16, 2024, and February 20, 2024.

Motion Ball, second Maine to approve special claims for February 27, 2024, in the amount of $112,561.08.

Randy Foor asked what the $2 million dollars County received for rural water and internet services was spent on.  Quigleys response was that it was used for County wages.

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve cutting the Elected Officials Compensation Board Recommendations by 15%.  Which makes Auditor, Recorder, and Treasurer wage increase to 0%, County Attorney & Sheriff 0%, Supervisors 0%, and all other County employees 0%.   

Reviewed FY 2023 County Audit from Eide Bailly.  

Vicki Frank, Treasurer, is asked to remove one full-time employee from her office and Tammy Hayes, Recorder, is asked to remove her part-time employee to cut from FY2025 budget.  The permanent layoff will take effect 30 days from 2/27/2024.   

Discussion with Mark Huston, Columbus Jct. Mayor regarding Resolution 202243 for $150,000 loan to Columbus Jct. Ambulance on July 26, 2023.  The intent for re-payment from Columbus Jct. Ambulance was within 12 months.  Mark states he would like to repay the loan but doesn’t know how.  Budget looks better but is budgeted at a loss.
