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March 5, 2024 

The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Shawn Maine and Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Public attending meeting:  Tammy Hayes, Vicki Frank, Bryan Stephens, Randy Foor, Randy Schlutz, & Hunter McCleary.  Via Zoom: Eric Small, Sarah Dean, Jennifer Runnells, Tim Coleman, Lana McComb, & Leah McElhinney.

Motion Ball, second Maine to approve agenda for March 5, 2024.        

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve minutes for February 27, 2024.

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve claims for March 5,2024 in the amount of $124,275.38.

Randy Foor said he would like it noted in Board Minutes and Local newspapers that he is against Louisa County installing windmills.  “Louisa County loses tax dollars”.  Randy also questioned the local Solar Farm total tax deficit.  Maine reports the Solar Farm loses roughly $100,000 in property taxes/year.  Quigley reminds Maine and Randy Foor that Louisa County receives excise taxes which makes up for lost property taxes revenues.    

Hunter McCleary reports that heavy equipment has been turning around in Woodland Trailer Court drive and is ruining the road.  Adam Shutt was present and said he will talk to employees to make sure when using heavy equipment to not use their drive to turn around.  Quigley encouraged Hunter to also contact Wemiga Waste as they also have been using their drive to turn around according to Hunter.   

These payroll changes reviewed, Kelsey Newton, Public Health, Length of Service to $21.95.     

Maine attended Conservation meeting and reported that Jacob Ewart was hired for Director position. Quigley attended the Workforce Development meeting. Ball, Quigley, and Maine also attended closed session meeting with DOT.   

Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave weekly update. Informed that DOT has agreed to place Purple Heart signs @ entrances to Louisa County. Adam reports that Hwy 92 project is starting April 1st.

Motion Ball, second Maine to approve Eastern Iowa Light & Power Cooperative’s “Application for Approval of Construction on Louisa County Right of Way” place cable on 65th Street, just west of Co X37, T73N, R4W, Section 2.

Adam Parsons reviewed questions he and the Board of Supervisors have regarding FY2023 Audit with Eide Bailly.  

Brian Unsen, Eide Bailly via Zoom, reports that when Eide Bailly prepares Audit, they look at accrual balances, not cash balances which is how the County prepares budget. Quigley reports he has 52 questions he would like to have answered and Brian asked Quigley to email him to review.
