The Louisa County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Supervisors office. The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Brad Quigley, Chairman. The following Board members were present: Shawn Maine and Chris Ball. Board members voting “AYE” unless otherwise noted.  Public attending meeting: Susan Schnedler, Bryan Stephens, Randy Foor, Jim Rudisill, Charles and Sandy Kerr.  Via Zoom: Bill Small, Jason Griffin, Brandon Marquardt.    

Pledge of Allegiance

Motion Ball, second Maine to approve agenda for March 12, 2024.        

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve minutes for March 5, 2024, with exception to add to March 5, 2024, minutes that Randy Foor questioned Solar Farm total tax deficit.    

Randy Foor states he has a couple of questions but wants to wait until Adam Parsons is present.  Quigley informed that Adam Parsons is not on Agenda so will not likely be present.  Randy said he will wait for his questions.  

Jim Rudisill questioned the action to extend bids for 3-year crop lease for 4 acres north of Complex.  He said he will wait until the Board discusses #16 and #17 on Agenda.    

These payroll changes reviewed, Marcus Wilkins, Sheriff Deputy, resignation effective 3/17/2024; Jacob Ewart, to Conservation Director $28.84/hr.  Letter of Resignation/Retirement for Brad Turner, Sheriff effective 4/12/2024.     

Maine, and Quigley attended Assessor Conference Board Public Hearing for FY2025 Budget.  They both have had conversations with Geo/EVOLVE regarding the final bill for the Complex roof.  Maine reports warranty for roof needs signed and he will give copy to Auditor.

Motion Ball, second Maine to approve billing Columbus Jct. School for PPEL election costs.

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve publishing Proposed Tax Levy.  Maine asked that 4 monthly payments remain in General Fund for County Ambulances for FY2025.  Then the remaining payments will be paid from new EMS levy fund.           

Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave weekly update. Reminds the Board that Hwy 92 project will begin April 1, 2024.  

Motion Ball, second Maine to approve Eastern Iowa Light & Power Cooperative’s “Application for Approval of Construction on Louisa County Right of Way” to bore duct and cable on the east side of L Avenue between 1833 L Avenue and 2747 L Avenue.

Curt Hartlieb, VA, gave monthly updates.  Reports he has been approved for PIV card which will give him read-only access to VA claim files for Veterans represented by Veterans of Foreign Wars, American Legion, Disabled American Veterans, Paralyzed Veterans of America, and Vietnam Veterans of America which will better serve our Veterans.

Jim Rudisill states he would like to see it preserved and maintained as prairie land and not as farmland. Jim asked if the County has spoken to DOT or Adam Shutt regarding credits for keeping the land as prairie land.  Quigley reports he will contact Adam Shutt.

Motion Ball, second Maine to table accepting bid until Quigley can speak with Adam Shutt regarding credits from DOT to keep land as prairie land.
