Motion Ball, second Maine to approve agenda for March 19, 2024.        

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve amended minutes for March 5, 2024, and minutes for March 12, 2024.  

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve claims for March 19, 2024, in the amount of $366,209.65.      

No payroll changes to review.  

Motion Maine, second Ball to approve resignation payout for Marcus Wilkins, Deputy Sheriff.  

Maine attended the Public Health meeting and reports mosquito surveillance results are back and an evasive species of mosquito has been found in Wapello.  This species is known to carry West Nile and malaria.  Maine also attended Oakville Taco Supper.  Ball attended the RUSS meeting.  Quigley had a phone meeting with Workforce Development.

Randy Foor public input regarding 52 questions Brad had for Eide Bailly.  Quigley states he has not received these & Gerst reminded him that these answers were emailed to him.       

Motion Ball, second Maine to approve 2nd Tier Canvass for Special Election.  

Adam Shutt, Engineer, gave weekly update.  Reports that Hwy 92 project began yesterday, March 18th.  

Jacob Ewart, Conservation, introduced himself as new Director.  Reports the Hunter Safety Course was attended by 50 people, and they all passed the course.  Chinkapin Bluff shelter house is complete.  Jacob then asked to speak when the Board discusses item #14 regarding 4 acres North of Complex.   

Cyndi Mears, GA, gave monthly updates.  March 27th is mobile food pantry and March 28th is Community Supper.  

Motion Maine, second Ball to review heating issue at Complex.

Motion Maine, second Ball to continue discussion and action for Emergency Medical Service Board appointments for April 2nd Board meeting.  

The Board reviewed Columbus Jct. Ambulance report for February 2024.  Maine questioned how to read their report as they report accruals and actual amounts.  Quigley suggests tabling the Ambulance report until next week.

Motion Ball, second Maine to table action on 3-year lease for 4 acres north located at Complex.  There was much discussion from Jacob Ewart, and Ron Knopik, regarding ideas to keep acres as prairie land.  Jacob asked the Board to give him a chance this year to maintain the land.  Ball was hesitant as he reports there is a short window for a farmer to prepare the land to farm.  Jacob suggested that there is 4.4 acres in Cairo that would possibly be a better place to lease land to farm.  Jacob will have a meeting with the Conservation Board to discuss his plan to keep the land as prairie.
Discussion Randy Foor public input question on March 5th & March 12th regarding Solar Farm & Utility Excise taxes, and that Louisa County is losing over $100,000 in tax revenue.  Auditor Selena Gerst states that the Wapello Solar LLC net taxes are $123,695.31 for 2022 Assessment year.
